
Unfortunately, many Unamended Christadelphians
explain the difference between the Amended and
Unamended thusly:

“They (Amended) believe that the ‘enlightened
rejector’ is responsible to, and will be brought to the
judgement seat of Christ to be punished for rejecting
the gospel.    We (Unamended) do not agree and do
not make such belief a test of fellowship as they do.
We will fellowship them, but they will not fellowship
us.”

This statement is only partly true.   There are much
more differences between the Amended and
Unamended, as will be shown in this presentation.

Disagreement on the “Enlightened Rejector”
is only the tip of the iceberg  of differences
in Amended and Unamended beliefs.

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Note carefully:    Unless these Amended and
Unamended differences are studied carefully ,
our understanding of them often comes across
like this :



Amended & Unamended Views on Doctrinal Issues

Belief Amended Unamended

The understanding of
Rom 5:12 – The
‘branching off’ point
resulting in differing
views on:  The nature
of man and The
nature & sacrifice of
Christ

Rom 5:12 (KJV)
Wherefore, as by one
man sin entered into the
world, and death by sin;
and so death passed
upon all men, for that
all have sinned:

Death passes on all
people when they
commit their first sin.

Rom 5:12 (KJV)
Wherefore, as by one
man sin entered into the
world, and death by sin;
and so death passed
upon all men, in whom
(margin) all have sinned:

All mankind was in the
loins of Adam when he
was condemned, and
thus condemned to
death as was Adam.

The nature of man In Adam,

born with a proneness to
sin, and

when the first sin is
committed, a person
becomes a dying
creature, and alienated
from God.

Become “children of
wrath” from the time the
first sin is committed.

In Adam,

born as mortal (dying)
creatures and alienated
from God.

Tendency to sin is
intensified above Adam
and Eve’s.

By nature, “children of
wrath” from birth.

The nature of Christ Born in Adam, with a
proneness to sin,

but never committed a
sin, and therefore

did not become a dying
creature, and

never alienated from
God.

Born in Adam, as a
mortal (dying) creature
and

alienated from God.

Tendency to sin was
intensified above Adam
and Eve’s.

By nature,  a “child of
wrath” from birth

Lived a sinless life,
“fortified” by God to
resist sins, died for the
sins of mankind.

He had no sins, or sin-
full nature for which to
die.

This quite often leads to
the erroneous belief
known as “clean flesh”

which the amended
have battled for over
150 yrs within their
ranks.

Lived a sinless life,

resisted the lust of the
flesh, lust of the eye,
pride of life,

tempted in all points as
we are, yet without sin.

As the Mosaic High
Priest, offered first for
his sinful flesh/nature,

and then for the sins of
the people.

How does one
respond to the
Gospel of the
Kingdom of God?

A person who possesses
sufficient knowledge for
baptism, comes under the
penalty of the “Second
Death”.

Without baptism, the
person will be brought
before the judgement seat
of Christ to be condemned
to the “Second Death”

With baptism, the penalty
of the “Second Death” is
removed.

A person who possesses
sufficient knowledge for
baptism,

if not baptized, remains:

under Adamic
Condemnation,

an alien from the
commonwealth of Israel,

estranged from God, and

are as the beast that
perishes.

What will happen at
the judgement seat
of Christ? (Cont’d)

Those who have not been
baptized

(enlightened rejectors)

will be rejected at the
judgement, and

suffer the “Second Death

Unamended do not
believe that
uncovenated people
will appear at the
judgement seat of
Christ.
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Bro. Jim Stanton had a couple of diagrams on
the inside back cover of “The Sanctuary
Keeper”  magazine, which he published for a
few years before his death.

The diagrams were graphic representations
of the differences we have been studying,
and are as follows:
